Whole of Government Approach to Competition Policy

In July 2021, President Biden signed the Executive Order on Promoting
Competition in the American Economy which called for a whole of government
approach to competition policy. As part of this Administration-wide approach,
Federal agencies have used their authorities to facilitate more competition
through information sharing, interagency collaboration, reciprocal trainings, and
service on the President’s Competition Council. This session will highlight
collaborations between competition enforcers and Federal regulators in the
pursuit of a procompetitive agenda. It will also discuss best practices and lessons
learned when channeling the whole of government to address competition

policy.
